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INTRODUCTION

The lllinois Register is the official state document for publishing public notice of rulemaking
activity initiated by State governmental agencies. The table of contents is arranged categorically
by rulemaking activity and alphabedity by agency within each category.

Rulemaking activity consists of proposed or adopted new rules; amendments to or repealers of
existing rules; and rules promulgated by emergency or peremptory action. Executive Orders and
Proclamations issued by the @Goror; notices of public information required by State Statute;

and activities (meeting agendas; Statements of Objection or Recommendation, etc.) of the Joint
Committee on Administrative Rules (JCAR), a legislative oversight committee which monitors
the rdemaking activities of State Agencies; is also published in the Register.

The Register is a weekly update of the Illinois Administrative Code (a compilation of the rules
adopted by State agencies). The most recent edition of the Code, along with ther Regist
comprise the most current accounting of State agencies' rulemakings.

The lllinois Register is the property of the State of lllinois, granted by the authority of the lllinois
Administrative Procedure Act [5 ILCS 10011 et seq.].
