1818.

® Shadrack Bond was the first Governor of llinois in 1818.

State Capitol Building

® |llinois has had six State Capitol Buildings — one in Kaskaskia, three in
Vandalia and two in Springfield.

* The fifth Capitol — the Old State Capitol in downtown Springfield —
is where Abraham Lincoln served as a state legislator and is open to the
public as a historic site.

* The sixth and present State Capitol is located at Second & Capitol
Streets in Springfield and dates back to 1868. It took 20 years to

complete the building at a cost of $4.5 million.
