Here in lllinois, the entire month of April is
designated as Organ/Tissue Donor
Awareness Month; however, National
Organ/Tissue Donor Awareness Week is
officially April 20-26.

This year, 10 lllinois communities have
formed committees to coordinate "Life
Goes On" events in April. They include
Bloomington/Normal, Carbondale, East St.
Louis, lllinois Valley, Springfield, Chicago,
Quincy, Peoria, Randolph County and
Rockford. Schools, local businesses, clergy,
labor, medical personnel, procurement
agencies, recipients and donor family
members will join together to spread the
word about the critical need for organs
and tissue to help save lives.

In some areas, volunteers will sponsor
displays at local Driver Services facilities,
and several school districts are holding
essay contests.

Organ procurement organizations

Our most important partners

The Illinois Organ/Tissue Donor Registry is an invaluable resource to
the two organizations in the state that coordinate the organ
donation process with hospitals and families.

The Gift of Hope Organ and Tissue Donor Network serves the northern
three-quarters of lllinois, and Mid-America Transplant Services serves
the southern quarter of the state. These two organizations are
among 59 such not-for-profit organ procurement organizations in
the nation responsible for:

Evaluating potential donors for medical suitability.

Discussing donation with family members of potential donors at
the hospital.

Coordinating the organ procurement process.

Educating healthcare professionals and the general public about
donation.

Offering support to families of donors.

Assisting hospitals with the development of policies and
procedures for donation.

Each time the staff at Gift of Hope or Mid-America are called out to
a hospital to evaluate a potential organ donor, they contact the
Secretary of State's Organ/Tissue Donor Registry to determine
whether the patient is registered as a donor. When the patient's
family has accepted their loved one's death and is ready to discuss
end-of-life decisions, the staff talks to them about organ donation
and their loved one's status in the registry. Knowing their loved one's
wishes helps a family better make a decision as to whether to
consent to donation.

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If | have signed the back of my driver's
Qlicense indicating that | want to be an

organ/tissue donor, will my wishes be
carried out automatically?

r" Signing the back of your driver's license or
carrying an organ donor card is certainly

the first step in becoming a donor. However, you
also need to tell your family that you want to be
a donor. At the time of donation, your family
must provide written consent for donation to
take place. Making your wishes known to your
family is probably the most important step you
can take.

If | do not specify which tissue or organs |
want to donate, everyone will be confused

about what | want.

If you wish, you may donate only specific

organs or tissue. However, if you do not
specify, you could save up to seven lives and
improve the lives of as many as 50 others!
Many people think of donation as involving just
major organs; however, skin, corneas, bone and
heart valves can make dramatic improvements in
the lives of many people.




Studies show that African-Americans are
particularly susceptible to cardiovascular
disease, possibly as a result of the high
incidence of high blood pressure and diabetes
documented in the African-American
community, as well as genetic factors.

A computer system matches organs with
recipients based on the recipient's length of
time on a waiting list, the severity of the
recipient’s condition, blood types, size of the
donated organ and, in some cases, the donor's
genetic make-up.

A bill that took effect Jan. 1, 2003, allows
state employees to take up to 30 days paid
leave for donating organs or tissue. The
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Organ Donor License Plate m legislation was introduced by Secretary of

State Jesse White to emphasize his support of
organ donation.

State employees also may take one hour of
paid leave every 56 days to donate blood and
up to two hours, 24 times a year, to donate
blood platelets.
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
